Addressing industrialists at
Bharat Mobility Global Expo
2024, the Prime Minister said
the auto and automotive com-
ponent industry will play a sig-
nificant role in making India a
global economic powerhouse.

Modi also announced that
the governmentisworkingona
new scheme to develop rest
facilities on national highways
for truckand taxi drivers.

“Drivers are an important
part of the mobility sector.They
drive for long hours but they do
nothaveaccessto properresting
place..Theydonotgetadequate
timeto takerestand sometimes
this leads to road accidents,’
Modi said.

In the first phase, 1,000
modern buildings with ameni-
ties such as food stalls, clean
drinking water, toilets, parking
and rest places will be con-
structed,he added.

Modi said that the scheme
will giveaboost toboth the ease
oflivingand ease of traveling for
truck and taxi drivers, thereby
improving theirhealthandalso
help in preventing accidents.

“India is on the move, and
is moving fast.In a way, this is
the beginning of the golden
period for India’s mobility sec-

“Today India’s economy is
expanding rapidly. India is sure
to become the third largest
economy in the world in the
third term of our government,”
the prime minister said.

The country is going to gen-
eral pollsin April-May this year.

The Prime Minister recalled
a mobility-related conference
from his first term (2014-19)
and talked about his focus on

battery and electric vehicles.
Modi expressed satisfaction
that he could see significant
progressduring his second term
and said that in the third term
mobilitywill see new heights.
Stressingthatthe“speedand
scale” of his government has
changed the very definition of
mobility in India, Modi said the
numbers of growing economy
and the growing income are
bound toinfusenew confidence

in the mobility sector.

Modi said that the number
of cars sold in India rose from
120 million to more than 210
million from the 10yearsbefore
2014 to after 2014, while the
number of electric vehicles sold
inIndiarosefrom 2,000 peryear
10years ago to 1.2 million per
year today.

The Prime Minister said
that India is making new poli-
cieskeepinginmind the needs
of the future.

Referring to the Union
Budget that was presented on
Thursday, he said thatin 2014
India’s capital expenditure
was less than X2 trillion which
now has risen to more than
%11 trillion.

This has brought many
opportunities for India's mobil-
ity sectoraswell,he added.

The prime minister fur-
ther said that the National
Electric Mobility Mission is
pushing the manufacturing
of electric vehicles.

Modi exhorted the industry
toexploreresearchavenuesthat
utilize India’s abundant raw
materials for battery manufac-
turingand delveintoareas such
as green hydrogen and ethanol.

“Why not conduct research
to manufacture batteries using
rawmaterialsavailableinIndia?
The auto sector should also
exploreresearchin green hydro-
genand ethanol,” Modi said.

The prime miniater also
highlighted the work being
done in the infrastructure
sector.

announced rooftop solar
scheme, Suryodaya Yojana, to
60% against the current 40%
provided for installation of
rooftop solar projects up to 3
kW capacity,Union minister for
power and renewable energy
RK Singh said on Friday.

This subsidy for the north-
eastand hilly stateswill be 70%.
Further, central public sector
enterprises have been asked to

take loans on behalf of the
households and bear the
remaining cost of installation of
the rooftop solar.

“We intend to increase the
subsidy and broadly it will be
about 60%. 40% will still be a
loan but that will not be taken

byhousehold,” Singh said while
addressingthereporters.“What
we have envisaged is,] am ask-
ing my CPSUs to set up SPVs
(Special Purpose Vehicle). They
will get the loan, set it up,and
the excess units generated will
go to pay off the loan.We calcu-
latethat theloanwill be paid off
in some 10 years (depending
upon the capacity),”he added.

The new scheme will focus
on consumerswhose consump-
tion of electricity is less than or
equal to 300 units per month.

The new and renewable
energy ministry is seeking
grants from the finance min-
istryfor the same.

“The grant will come from
the ministry of finance. They
have raised funds under green
bondssotypicallyitshould come
from there,”the minister said.

The government had asked
REC to be the nodal agency for
the implementation of the
scheme which will provide line
of credit tothe tune of 315,000
crore each to eight central pub-
lic undertakings identified for
the implementation of rooftop
solar, among other private
developers and vendors,
amounting to a total credit of
120,000 crore.

Talking about the recently
announced viability gap fund-
ing for offshore wind projects
intheinterim Budget for 2024-
25, the minister clarified that it
will provide funding for up to
40% for installation of 1 GW
capacity. This 1 GW capacity is
divided into two projects of
500 MW each off the coast of
Gujarat and Tamil Nadu
respectively.
